Dear Members of the Historic Review Board:

When | realized my house at 14 South Street in the Village of Pittsford
needed a new roof, | consulted an historic preservationist to make sure that
whatever | did was appropriate for a house built in 1845. | learned that
materials used for roofs at that time included shake, tile, and metal; asphalt
was not invented until 1903.

| then called The Landmark Society and asked for a list of recommended
contractors. Ryan Goodwin, RMG Metal Roofing, came to the house and gave
me an estimate for single seam standing metal roof. For historical accuracy |
chose Colonial Red.

| subsequently learned that if | were to replace my asphalt roof with a metal
one, | would need approval. When | called Steve Lauth, the Pittsford building
inspector, | was informed that approval would be very hard to get. However, |
am now asking for your consideration.

Here are my reasons:

e Asphalt is historically incorrect for any house built before 1903.

e Asphalt is environmentally hazardous. Roof water run-off contaminates
the groundwater.

e Metal is historically accurate for a house built in 1845.

¢ Replacing an historically inappropriate roof with more historically
inappropriate materials is counterproductive to the goals of historical
integrity of the village and dangerous to the environment.
