• 15 E. Jefferson Circle – Fencing 
Present: Zachary Shumway (owner) 
 
The application was submitted, date-stamped, and reviewed by the Building Inspector on 10.09.23. The 
applicant wants to install 300 linear-foot black chain link fence 4 feet high. Mr. Shumway appeared before the 
Board at the November 20th meeting at which time there was not a full Board present to pass the vote. He has 
returned for a vote with the full Board. 
 
Findings of fact:  

1. The proposed application has no minimal or no impact to the resource. 
2. The structure is removable. 
3. The application is consistent with section 5 of the guidelines.

• 25 Courtenay Circle—WINDOW REPLACMENT 
Present: Renee Vandervennet & Charles Moen (owners) 
 
The application was submitted, date-stamped, and reviewed by the Building Inspector on 08.09.23. 
The applicants brought an application to replace windows throughout the entire home, which includes two sets 
of windows in the garage. They’ve brought in a comprehensive assessment from Blake H. Held, A.I.A., at which 
they note, “a clear case for replacement over repair.” There will be no resizing or remodeling of the windows.  
 
Member Searl states that in her experience this home is an unusual case for aluminum window installation but 
will not approve vinyl, per the contractor’s request on the application. The Building Inspector and Village 
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Attorney reminds Member Searl of precedent approval by the Board for vinyl windows at another home in the 
neighborhood.  
 
Members of the Board took time to ask the residents about alternative options to vinyl windows and the 
opportunity to come back at a later meeting with a new application. The applicants ask to proceed to the vote 
pertaining to the proposal the contractor has provided tonight.  
 
Findings of Fact:  

1. Meets section 5A of the guidelines.  
2. All windows will be replaced of the same size, style, and pattern.

• 6 Schoen Place – Sign Replacement
